ELEGIBILITY 

 

The CHILE PARATAEKOWNDO OPEN 2019 tournament is considered within the G1 world 

ranked events and will be open to athletes from around the wordl Poomsae in the P30 and P20 

sports classes. Participants will get points for the world ranking corresponding to G1 events. 

Athletes with intellectual disability (P20) and motor skills disabilities (P30) from all over the world 

will be able to participate in Parataekwondo modality Poomsae.  

 

Note: The sports class (P30) will be able to participate in POOMSAE but will not receive points 

for the world ranking. 

 

 All participants must meet the following requirements:  

 

1. Must be a citizen of the country the athlete is representing. 

2. 8th – 1st GUP or higher for Poomsae competition. GUPs for Poomsae must be recognized 

by WT MNA and Dans and Pooms must be recognized by Kukkiwon or WT. 

3. Must be in possession of a valid 2019 Global Athletes License (GAL). 

4. Athletes must go through the classification and will be assigned sports class and sports 

class status before the competition. 
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EVENT: POOMSAE 

 

The Poomsae Parataekwondo competition (P20) for athletes with intellectual disability are 

recognized by the INAS, the International Federation for Athletes with intellectual Impairments. 

 

The Poomsae Parataekwondo competition (P30) for athletes with neurological deterioration.

Male Poomsae Categories 

 

P20, P31, P32, P33, P34 

 

Female Poomsae Categories 

 

P20, P31, P32, P33, P34 

 

*PATU reserves the right to combine different classes. 

 

Age Categories: 

 

1. Junior Female division: 12 – 15 years old 

2. Junior Male division: 12 – 15 years old 

3. Under 30 Female division: 16 – 29 years old 

4. Under 30 Male division: 16 – 29 years old 

5. Over 30 Female división: 30 years or older 

6. Over 30 Male division: 30 years or older

Coaches Qualification  

 

The minimum qualification requirements for coaches are as follows: 

- Be at least 18 years of age.  

- Must possess the "WT Coach Permit" (awarded for participation in a Coach Permit WT 

seminar). Coaches/trainers who do not have the WT's coach permit will have to pay a 

fine of USD 100.00 at the registration desk.

COACH requirements: 

1. 18 years of age or older 

2. Must be in possession of  GAL license.  

3. COACHES must be certified by PATU. (Seminar given by PATU). 

 4. Every Coach must have a WT Coach Permit certification. For coaches who do not have the 

WT Coach Permit, a Poomsae  course will be imparted, will cost USD 100 per person. The fine 

for coaching without having done the Coach Permit course will be of USD 200.  

 

 

The PATU Seminar will take place on September 11th, 2019.  

 

Dress code for Coaches 
 

Throughout the competition, coaches must wear formal attire. Coaches who do not comply with 

the dress code cannot enter the competition area during the finals and the semi-finals.

Registration is only possible with a valid global WT license.  

 

Deadline  
 

 The deadline to enroll athletes in the CHILE OPEN 2019 Parataekwondo poomsae 

Championship and to send all relevant forms will be: AUGUST 29TH, 2019 

 

Registration Fee USD 100  
(For Chileans registration 40 USD) 

 

Air transportation, accommodation and food must be covered by each participating member or 

National Association.  

The athlete registration fee will be USD $100.00 (for Chileans registration 40 USD ) and will be 

paid in USD at the time of registration and no later than September 11, 2019. All registration 

fees will be paid in cash at the time of enrollment.

Classification  
 

 Poomsae (P30)  

 

The international classification for NEW athletes will take place on September 11th, 2019. The 

team and athlete calendar will be established by the CO/WT and will be communicated to all teams 

in due course. All new athletes must submit a medical diagnostic form (MDF) three (3) weeks 

prior to the competition.  

* All teams are requested to schedule their trips taking into account the qualifying dates.  

 

Poomsae (P20)  

 

Athletes with intellectual disability (DI) require provisional eligibility from INAS as seen in the 

INAS master list http://www.inas.org/technical/eligibility-and-classification/inasmaster-list/.

In the event that a WT MNA does not have a INAS member organization, the interim eligibility 

request can be processed through the WT. We ask that you start this process as soon as possible, 

as INAS may take up to 30 days to process your requests.
